GCSE SUCCESS AT IMBERHORNE SCHOOL 

 

Imberhorne is celebrating another successful year as Year 11 students receive their GCSE exams results 

today.  266 students were entered for around 2300 GCSE examinations. 23% of all entries led to passes 

at grades A or A* and 76% of the students have achieved five or more higher grade passes (A* - C).  

20 students achieved eight or more passes at grades A or A* and around 60% of the students have 

achieved five or more passes including English, Mathematics and Science.
