About the school

Imberhorne is situged in semi-rural suroundings on the north-eg edge of Eag
Gringead. It daws most of its gudents from the wegern half of the bwn and
from the villages © the west, between Bst Grinstead and Cawley and
northwards to Lingfield. The school as brmed in 1970 when & Grindead
Grammar School, then sied in Windmill Lane, mged with the Seondary
Modern & Imberhorne Lane. The @nmar school das back © an endevment

from Robert Rayne in 1708.

The Windmill Lane st houses &ars 7, 8 and 9 @ Sage 3), whil$ the
Imberhorne Lane gitis home ¢ ¥ars 10 and 11 (By Stage 4) and the Sik Form.
We believe that the splitsite is adwantageousto our dudents; students based
between two loations helg them sétle in and ceates a smaller anmunity;

with the added ben#t of a clear pogression fom KS3 b KS4.

We have a \ery active partnership with lo@al primar schools and the geter part
of our ar 7 inake cmmes fom: Baldwins Hill School, Gbprne School, Guwley
Down School, Elbridge School, Haferd RPark School, St. Mgis School, St.eeer's
School, Tirners Hill School, and ¥ Hoahly School. Hwever, in recert years,
we have admited studerts to Imberhorne - fom both $ate and independen

schools - bgond this taditional @chmert area.

The Science
laboratories have been upgaded and a & Stage 4 Media oom has been
created. The Music Depantent provides modern ecording and digil

facilities.

new Electronics omputer suie.

We provide whda we beliese is an eciting and engging curriculum with
sufficiert variation to offer appiopriate opportunities and callenge to all our
students. Sudents can choose b dudy from an etensive range of

qualifications and ourses, some déred in patnership with otherinditutions.

Our Languag Colleg datus means thawe ar a cenre of excellence br
langua@ learning within the lodity. We offer extensive languag learning
opportunities b dudents in all Ky Stages and ag pleasedd be able ¢ provide
access d languags such as dlian, Japanese and Chinese in additiomtore
traditional modern breign languags.

We aim to ensue tha all gudents, whatever their ability fulfil their poential at
Imberhorne. ® do this ve closely tack and monibr the perbrmance of each
student. Those we idertify as not making the mgress we expect ae offered
appropriate intervention and support. The &lfare and @&ainmert of all gudents is

at the heart of whawe do.

Parents are able © accessagularly updsed information about their child's pogress.
We enmurage parental involvement and will ofen irvite parents into school or

consultation and discussion.

Each dudent has a érm tutor with whom heshe has dailyantact. As well
as their adminigative responsibilities, tubrs play a crucial part in pviding
guidance and supportot their chages, and hae a major ple in the
community action, vork experience and a&reers edu@tion progmamme as
well as the ompilation of each tudent's Record of Achievement. In addition
they provide the fist point of reference r other gaff and paents should
they seek iriormation about an individualtsdent. All gudents have one-b-
one irterviews with their mentor to discuss their learngn and povide

guidance and support.

We have a well
developed pogramme for students considered to be gifted, talented or
passionge learness. Thg ar able b access aange of enrichmen activities

in mog curriculum aeas tha provide additional challerey

Those with learning ditulties eceiwe support in a number of ays. As vell
as poviding appopriate differentiated teaching méerials, sudents may be
helped though individualwithdrawal from a classdr a short while,
working in a small gup or, in mos$ cases, l the school's mvision of an
additional member of t&ff for in-class support. In eacleykstage there is one
specialis teacher esponsible for overseeing the work of childen with

special needs. With the help of mants, Imberhorne runs agading scheme

for gudents who eperience dificulties with this aspect of their edation.

With Years 7, 8 and 9, athe Windmill Lane sit and a specialisstaff who
teach for much or all of their time with thegunger age range, we are able b
offer a arefully tailored introduction © life in a lager secondary school. Vé
have close link with our partner primay schools. The Head ofKStage 3
takes special@sponsibility ér this liaison. Seniortaff visit all of the partner
schools ¢ talk o gudents and paents and Imberhorne &ff also work with
Year 5 and 6 gidents to develop a ange of curriculum link activities whiclan
act as a bridg beaween the two phases. Sudgquertly we invite the eriire
new primary intake of sudents to Imberhorne br a da's activities in the

summer erm.

When sudents arrive at Imberhorne thee is an induction mrgrammeto help
the childen sdtle in. The By Stage 3 emphasis isevy much on beadth and
balance in the curriculum. Studenare taugh in the wides possible ange of
subjects and w offer a variety of flexible learning opportunities. &/ put a
particular emphasis on the g@elopmert on thinking and learning skills ik
Stage 3. Studets follow a learning @ learn ppgrammein ear 7 and &ar 8. In
Year 9 these skills a& lamgely addessed though lessons and enrichmien
activities.

Imberhorne's temendous eoord of examination success aGCSE isvalent
whether one lools & it in the loal or ndional mntext. The laest available

figures ae given in the Further Iformation booklé.

There is flexibility in the curriculum which alles a degee of early
specialistion, however, virtually all sudents take a boad and balancedange
of subjects and a fulloenplement of GCSEourses.All dudents mug take
Mathematics, Science and English Langealylog also ake English Lérature
or Media Studies andwdents can opt to specialise in Languag, Humanities,
the Arts or PE.

In addition b the aboe subjects, sudents have the opportunity b take
vocational GCSE's in Leisuand durism and Health and Socialre. Thee is
a pogramme of twilight lessons fier 3.00pm when the tsidents can extend
their knowvledge in Languags, Science or Media. Atlidents also sudy the
use of Iformation and Communiation Technology, a poogramme of
Citiznship, Religious Hucation and Plysical Education. In this ley stage, as
elsevhere at Imberhorne, sport and the arts plaa \ery important part in the

life of the school. Please sede Further Ifiormation booklet for

details about each subjectfefred in Ky Sage 4.

Parents will be lept informed & regular intervals of their son's or

dauglter's piogressthroughout this lkey stage. All sudents will take

summer eaminations in their GCSE subjects ieay 10 and Mock

BExamindions & the end of the Autumnd&rm in ¥ar 11. In additiond
these school xamindions there are a number of mernal GCSE modules
which ae taken throughout the ey Sage.

In ¥ars 10 and 11 a grat deal of imporaince is #ached b the pogramme
of careers eduation, work experience and @ammunity action. Studeis are
encouraged to keep evidence of their achieements, both in and out of

school, in a portlio.
