 Students who use the 624 service are to use the 291 service, please see the details 

below: 

 291 service at Lingfield Nursing Home, London Road (Lower School) at 12.35pm 

 291 service at Felbridge, London Road (Imberhorne Lane) at 12.40pm 

 Please note the 291 service does not go through to Smallfield or Horley so alternative 

arrangements will have to be made. 

 Metrobus service 84 is available from Brooklands Way, East Grinstead at 14.21pm for 

Sixth Form Students.  

 Southdown PSV service 236 to Lingfield/Dormansland can be boarded on Baldwins Hill 

Road at 13.42pm but will not collect from Imberhorne Lane.
