Reading increases vocabulary, decoding skills 
and writing fluency. 

• If your child needs further support in their 
grammar and writing skills, free websites like 
echalk and BBC Bitesize may be helpful. If you 
would like to purchase a book, we 
recommend the CGP KS3 Spelling, 
Punctuation and Grammar Work Book.

• Times tables - These underpin most of the maths 

curriculum so having a firm grasp of these has 

huge benefits

• Revisiting notes from class – Keeping clear notes 

in their folders helps students to revise

• Use Hegartymaths videos and quizzes – Hegarty 

covers all of the maths curriculum. Use the 

search bar to find specific topics and video 

walkthroughs
