The two sites eventually merged in 1970 as Imberhorne Comprehensive School, with the
lower years based on the Windmill Lane site and the older years taught at the Imberhorne
Lane site — a tradition that continues to this day. Over the last six decades, five
Headteachers have led the school, including Mr Brown who took over in 2013.
